October 13t is another important day this year since it marks the 100th anniversary of the “miracle
of the sun” at Fatima. To give you a little context on this miracle, on May 13th, 1917 Mary appeared
under the title, “Our Lady of the Rosary” to three poor shepherd children in Fatima, Portugal. Mary
asked the children to recite the Rosary daily, proclaim the need for moral conversion and erect a
chapel in her honor. She continued to appear to them on the 13th of each month, the last time being on
October 13th, 1917 where thousands of people witnessed the “miracle of the sun.” In this miracle, the
sun appeared to “dance” in the sky to those who came for the apparition at Fatima. This apparition has
inspired millions worldwide to draw closer to Christ through the intercession of Mary.

If you haven’t heard already, the Teams of Our Lady will be having their international conference
next summer in Fatima, Portugal. I encourage you to make this pilgrimage if you can. I’'m sure it will
be a spiritually uplifting event that will serve to strengthen our marriages and relationship with God. I
know I am definitely looking forward to it.
